In order for your child to use the catering facilities when they start at HSLC they will need an
account set up to use the cashless system. There are two means of identification:

1. Biometric — this is a method of identifying an individual person. The Trust-e Cashless System
uses an algorithm based scan, which reads between 50 and 130 points on the finger/thumb. It is not a
fingerprint in any way, shape or form and is of use only in the Cashless System

2. PIN Number
There are two ways to pay for the dinners:
1. On line payment via Tucasi (link found in the parents section on the website)

2. Cash paid into the top up machine located in the student entrance in the lower
school.

Once your child ceases to use the biometric recognition system, his/her biometric
information will be securely and permanently deleted by the school. The information held on
the cashless systems is controlled by HSLC and accessed by HSLC staff and Mellor’s as the
catering contractor.
